Ravenna Third Place Books, a sister store to Third Place Books in Lake Forest Park, is located just twenty-five minutes from Sea-Tac International Airport, ten minutes north of downtown Seattle, and five minutes north of the University of Washington. Surrounded by a supportive neighborhood of strong readers and politically active residents, Ravenna Third Place Books serves as the community’s “third place” in many ways. Approximately 4000 square feet, the store also includes The Honey Bear Café, serving espresso, baked goods, soups, sandwiches, and a variety of lunch fare. Downstairs is The Pub at Third Place, a lovely beer and wine pub with wood-lined walls, a full menu, and local history on the walls.


The store’s event space comfortably seats between sixty and seventy people, and we regularly fill that space and sell an equivalent number of books for author events. With cedar shelves and flooring, the event space feels comfortable and welcoming. We have a projector and a five-by-five foot projector screen for PowerPoint. Every Saturday and Sunday we feature live music and we regularly advertise with both local NPR stations, KPLU and KUOW, as well as in our local print weeklies, The Stranger and Seattle Weekly.
